St. Josephôs Home and School is proud to introduce our Priest, Principal, 

Teachers, and Staff.  It is our hope that you take the time to get to know our 

outstanding staff and work to form a partnership between home and 

school. 
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Father Dick was born on a Saturday at 10:10 a.m. in Mt. Sinai Hospital in Milwaukee.  
He grew up on the south side of Milwaukee, and attended grade school at Blessed 
Sacrament Parish on 41st and Oklahoma. 
 
The influence of Sr. Mary Clare, his sixth grade teacher, and a chance remark by the 
associate pastor, Fr. John Lukaszewich, who asked one day what he thought of the 
Packer draft, led Fr. Dick to think about becoming a priest. 
 
In his earlier years, he wanted to be a firefighter, having witnessed one climb the engine 
ladder during a fire prevention week demonstration.  Yet, every time a passenger plane 
flew over his neighborhood, he‟d change his mind in favor of being a pilot, or at least the 
passenger who would volunteer to take over the cockpit in an emergency.  Because his 
older brother and mom played the piano, he wanted to use the piano to be a comedian 
like Victor Borge, and be the life of the party making people laugh.  Even now, he 
fantasizes about being an emergency room physician. 
 
Fr. John won out, and he followed the path of most priest wannabes, and entered the 
high school seminary.  Twelve years later in 1971, he was ordained, and never looked 
back.  For a time, he lamented that he had never attended a homecoming or prom, but 
as he discovered later, neither did many others who attended a regular high school.  If 
he had, he never would have drawn close to Frs. John Michael Murphy and Don York 
who inspired him and became his father away from home. 
 
Out of his 109 high school freshman classmates, two of them remain priests.  He is the 
only one who has served his entire ministry exclusively in parish life.  Early on, he 
aspired to say when he retired that he had served all ten counties of our Archdiocese.  
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He‟s made only five, including Milwaukee, Washington, Sheboygan, Waukesha and 
Fond du Lac.  Each one has been a blessing. 
 
When he was five, he received a Lionel freight train.  That hobby has nourished his 
entire life accumulating a variety of building skills and friendships around the country.  
He‟s the master builder now, responsible for all the structures and scenery for the “Beer 
Line”, a replica of how the Milwaukee Road served the downtown Milwaukee beer 
industry in the 1950s.  Father, and two others, are building their empire in a basement 
home in Ixonia. 
 
Give them a year or two, and they‟ll have an open house where you too can run a string 
of boxcars, and enjoy a pastor/modeler who never became that fireman, pilot, comedian 
or doctor.  He‟s privileged instead to do what he likes, and likes what he does. 
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Mrs. Shawver is our Principal.  Prior to coming to St. Joe‟s, she had been teaching for 
11 years at St. Matthew‟s School in Oak Creek.  Sue hold‟s a Masters Degree in 
Curriculum and Instruction from the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee and earned her 
Administrator/Director of Instruction license from Alverno College. 
 
Sue lives in Oak Creek with her husband Mark, and their two children, Jamie and 
Matthew.  Both of her children attended St. Matthew‟s School from kindergarten through 
eighth grade so she understands and values Catholic education.  Both of her children 
are now in college. 

 
We here at St. Joseph‟s thank God for the blessing she is to us!   
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Lori Paulus is our K4 teacher at St. Joe‟s.  She lives in Muskego with her husband Matt, 
and children, Alex (10) and Lindsay (8).  This is her 14th year teaching.  Prior to teaching 
at St. Joe‟s, she spent eight years teaching 3 yr. olds at Little Lambs of Peace 
Preschool in New Berlin. 
 
During her free time, she likes to spend time with her family, bike riding and going up 
north to Eagle River. 
 
She is looking forward to a great year getting to know the students, staff and families. 
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Kelly Kawczynski (lovingly known as “Mrs. K”) joined us as our Kindergarten teacher for 
the 2007-2008 school year and she is truly a blessing!  Kelly brought with her not only 4 
years of Catholic teaching experience but a whole lot of imagination, creativity, and 
love.  She is a graduate of the University of Wisconsin-Madison and holds a Masters 
degree from National University.   

Kelly is married to Joe and has a son named Gatlin and a daughter named Mabel.  In 
her free time, she loves to garden, fish and practice archery.
